The award was ac-

cepted by Dee Ann Lindsay, Vice President 

of Day Programs, at the Tennessee Recy-

cling Coalition Conference and Trade Show 

held in Franklin, Tennessee February 10 - 

12, 2010.   

     A key reason for this award is that 

Roane County, because of  Michael Dunn 

Center Work Programs, is the only rural 

county in the state that offers curbside recy-

cling. 

     According to Lindsay,  ñThe lives of the 

individuals living with disabilities and chal-

lenges we serve who provide recycling ser-

vices to the community have been changed 

forever.  Some had never worked before.  

Now they are contributing citizens of 

Roane County.ò 

     And contributing in a big way.  Accord-

ing to Ralph Stewart, Roane Countyôs Solid 

Waste Coordinator, their curbside recycling 

program was a factor in surpassing the 

stateôs mandate for a 25% reduction of 

waste going to landfills.

     According to the Tennessee Department 

of Labor and Workforce Development, 

Roane County  has the 4th lowest unem-

ployment rate in the state.   

     Of all the stateôs 95 counties, there are 

only eight with single-digit unemployment 

rates in January, 2010 -- and Roane 

Countyôs is the 4th lowest of those.  In fact, 

the East Tennessee region (21 counties) 

only had two counties with single digit 

rates ð Knox and Roane.   

     Roane Countyôs unemployment rate 

consistently stayed below the state and na-

tional levels throughout 2009, with the lat-

est reported rate of 9.6% for the month of 

January.
