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   The Roane County Industrial Development Board held its Annual Industry Appreciation Break-

fast on Thursday, May 14 at Roane State Community College in Harriman.  At the well-attended 

event Philotechnics was named 2009 Industry of the Year and Toho Tenax was awarded the an-

nual beautification award for their facility located in the Roane County Industrial Park . 

   Philotechnics, a waste management operation, much of the work 

they perform is in helping to dispose of the radioactive wastes 

generated by medical treatments.  Philotechnics has been in opera-

tion since 1983 and ï in addition to their two offices in Roane 

County ï has offices nationwide, from Boston to San Diego. They 

moved their corporate headquarters from Pittsburg, PA to the 

Roane County part of Oak Ridge in 2006, when they built their 

new 20,000 s. f. facility at Horizon Center. They also have an of-

fice in Harriman for their back-office functions.  They have a 

workforce of 133 people nationwide, 33 of which work in the two 

Roane County offices.  

   ñPhilotechnics is not only a significant player in Roane Countyôs 

industrial picture,ò Leslie Henderson, President/CEO of The Roane Alliance said in presenting the 

annual award to Andy Armbrust, the companyôs president, ñbut they are also very much involved 

in our Roane County community and give to our local non-profits year after year.ò  ñWe are 

pleased to honor Philotechnics today,ò Roane Industrial Board Chairman David Webb said ñThey 

made a real strong statement when they moved their corporate headquarters here to our county. We 

hope that they will continue to grow and become even more successful in the coming years.ò  

   Toho Tenax Americaôs President, Rob Klawonn accepted the beautifica-

tion award for their Roane County facility which is located on Cardiff Val-

ley Road in the Roane County Industrial Park between Rockwood and Har-

riman.
