     Chamber and community members came out on a cold, 

rainy night to attend the first-ever Chamber Town Hall Meet-

ing.  Held at Live & Let Live Drug Store in Rockwood, 

owner Sherry Hill graciously allowed her store to be used for 

the first gathering to help Chamber members and the commu-

nity understand what goes on behind-the-scenes at the Cham-

ber and what projects are being planned in the coming 

months.  Town Hall Meetings are being planned quarterly throughout the county. 

     Leslie Henderson, President/CEO of The Roane Alliance, welcomed everyone and thanked them 

for coming out and then turned it over to Kim Harris, Roane State Community College, and cur-

rent Chamber Board Chair.
