
    ñWater is the oil of the futureépeople are already fighting over it,ò says Dr. Randall Gentry, Di-

rector of the University of Tennesseeôs Institute for a Secure and Sustainable Environment (ISSE),  

who was the featured speaker at this monthôs Chamber Speaker Series Luncheon.  Gentry spoke about 

the efforts that are currently being made to research 

conservation of our natural resources. 

    Kicking off the Chamberôs ñGo Greenò initiative, 

Gentry explained, ñSustainability science is the in-

terwoven fabric of nature, science and society that 

can be used to integrate policy and science in devel-

oping methods to meet the needs of the present 

without compromising the ability of future genera-

tions.ò   

    Simply put, how can we meet our current energy 

needs without jeopardizing our ability to meet future 

needs?  According to Gentry, one of the ideas being 

considered is using switchgrass instead of corn for 

the production of ethanol.   

    ñThe idea is to use something that doesnôt impact our food supply to produce energy.ò  He went on 

to explain that although the idea is great, it was not yet a cost-effective alternative.  After giving an 

overview of current research, Gentry talked about things that Chamber businesses could do now ï 

energy audits, conservation efforts for both water and energy, recycling, implementing LEED build-

ing codes, etc.   

    Following the luncheon, the Chamberôs Economic Development Committee met with Gentry to 

discuss ways the committee could help member businesses ñGo Green.ò  Future workshops and/or 

seminars are being discussed with Gentry and the ISSE.

Consumer Price IndexðJuly 2009 
The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) decreased 0.2 percent in July 
before seasonal adjustment, the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U.S. Department of Labor 
reported today.  Over the last 12 months the index has fallen 2.1 percent, as a 28.1 percent 
decline in the energy index since its July 2008 peak has more than offset increases of 0.9 

percent in the food index and 1.5 percent in the index for all items less food and energy.
